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Avoiding the Scam
This issue of “For What It’s Worth” will hopefully help 

many of you who are both buying vehicles on the internet 
(i.e. Facebook Market Place, Craigslist, eBay, Bring a 
Trailer, various dealerships, etc.) The word is “SCAM”. 

Over my 
23 years of 
selling cars on 
the internet it 
amazes me the 
different ways 
‘scammers’ are 
coming up with 
to steal peo-
ple’s money by 
misrepresent- 
ing vehicles that 
are for sale.

Let’s talk 
about ways to 
avoid being 
scammed when 
buying a car on 
the internet. In-
itially, it’s called 
“Common 
Sense”…..”If 
it sounds or 
reads likes it’s too good to be true, then it is!!” Example: 
“I am in the military and stationed in ____ town in the 
USA. I am originally from _______ town in the USA and 
my 1956 Chevrolet is in my parents’ garage. I need to sell 
the car fast because I am being shipped out in several 
days, so please call me and I will give you the address 
to pick it up once the money is received in my account. I 
only accept wire transfers. No cash”……Believe it or not 
people have fallen for this scam. Ignore it and move on.

Websites like eBay, Bring a Trailer, or known dealer-
ships like Vanguard Motors are usually safe and there 
are ways to verify that the seller is real.

For example, eBay has a ‘Feedback’ system.  

  Ever notice a group of numbers next to an 
eBay seller’s I.D.? Well, that is the ‘Feedback’. 
If you ‘click’ those numbers you will see re-
marks (both good and bad) left by prior buyers 
and sellers, basically telling you how the sale or 
purchase went. If the number is ‘0’ or less than 
8, I would try and reach out, by phone or email, 
to verify their legitimacy. If they do not respond 
or their Feedback shows ‘older than a year.’ - 
Stay away!

One of the reasons to use eBay, which 
many people do not know about, is they guar-

antee that you receive the car and title (in the condition 
stated, clear or salvage) or you get your money back. I 
personally experienced this when selling a 1968 Cadillac 
which was titled in Maryland. When the new owner, who 
lived in a different state, titled the car, it came back as 
a ‘salvage’ title. The Maryland title showed it was clear 
when I sold it. The insurance company eBay used bought 

the car back at 
no charge to 
me (the Seller) 
and paid the 
buyer his full 
amount. The 
fault was with 
Maryland’s 
Department of 
Motor Vehicles.

Another 
way to protect 
yourself is to 
send a ‘Third 
Party’ inspector 
like Lemon 
Squad, R8TR, 
or even a 
Classic Car Ap-
praiser to look 
at the vehicle. 
If there is any 

hesitation by the seller to show the car or the third party 
cannot reach them by phone, you know it’s a scam.  
Even if it is not a scam and you want another party to 
look at the car, it may be worth the $300 or $400 dollars 
to have a complete report on the vehicle.

Finally, the easiest way to verify if the ad is “real”, is to 
go and see the vehicle for yourself. I have found every-
one has a different meaning for the words “Excellent 
Condition” and it can range from a running and driving 
vehicle to one that can only run if it’s going downhill with 
a sail attached.

I have had this car since 1985, 
and my wife and I went on our hon-
eymoon with it in 1987.   
   Convertibles have always been 
known to command more value, 
so I was determined to keep it and 
make it nice one day.  There were 
only just shy of 12,000 examples 
made, and it’s the last ”real” Mus-
tang before the introduction of the 
Mustang II in ‘74.  
The ‘69 and ‘70 get all the attention, but I’m glad the 
later ones are now getting the attention they deserve. 
   It was a driving, work-in progress for awhile, and, 
as usual, life got in the way and the car was in

Originally a 302 automatic car, in 1996 I found a 
‘74  351 cu. in. from a Georgia police car with low 
miles.  It is the Q-Code 4-barrel, 266 HP.

Around the same time, I found another, better 
dash and wire harness at a swap meet, and when 
the reproduction interiors became available, most 
of it was replaced, and added a GT steering wheel.

Don Loren repainted the car in 2022 in the origi-
nal “Bright” Red, and I found some reproduction   
“Magnum 500’  factory option spoke style wheels, 
17-inchers made by Scott Drake.
